Year 1 children will observe the weather on a daily basis and will choose from a predetermined list of options to record this data. In their geography lesson, they will then analyse this data. Year 1 children will make comparative statements – I think there is more/less rain in the summer etc.

Year 1 children will follow a basic map to find predetermined criteria (a treasure hunt). If possible, taken on a virtual walk through a village in Kenya and discuss any similarities and differences. 
Year 2 children will follow a more detailed map and have to identify certain features along the way. They will be given an end destination with checkpoints along the way to ensure that they are using the maps and not their knowledge of the school grounds. This will then be compared to a variety of photographs and maps of Kenya and discussion around where they are the same and where they differ.

Identifying hot and cold places around the world in relation to the equator and the North and South Poles.

Fieldwork: Collecting and recording information on weather
Year 1 children will create their own data from observing the weather on a weekly basis and choosing from a predetermined list of descriptions. They will also look at the weather forecast in a country closer to the equator than us, and further away from the equator than us. 
Year 2 – Similar to Year 1 but will look at a variety of countries and then start to make generalisations about the country’s weather based on its geographical location in relation to the equator.
