Establish prior knowledge 
Identify the name of where they live
Identify Litherland/Whiston on map of UK, locate Liverpool, Formby, Southport

	Sticky knowledge: People live in different types of homes.

Respect: who are the people that can help us in the community? What do police officers, sportspark workers, street cleaners, refuse collectors do to help keep our environment safe? How should these key people be treated by others? Why?
