Introduce more precise weather conditions such as sleep, fog, hailstone. 
Look at the symbols that are used for weather forecasts. Have children seen these before?

	Explicit Strategy Instruction

	Explain to the children that today they are all going to be meteorologists- someone who finds out all about the weather.
Show children a thermometer, rain gauge and weathervane – what do they think they are used for? Take children outside, ask children what the weather is – how can we use this equipment. Demonstrate using the equipment (Recap NSEW for weathervane) and take measurements. (Ongoing throughout the topic). Discuss what measurements we might get if we were the look in autumn, winter and spring – what might be different?

	Activate

	Start lesson with a thermometer, rain gauge, weathervane, children to record the temperature of their local area. 
Recap different capital cities in the UK, and your nearest city.

	Start lesson with a thermometer, children to record the temperature of their local area.

	Explicit Strategy Instruction

	Start the lesson with looking at the current weather, continue to fill out the ongoing record of the local areas weather. 
Start by asking, ‘how does weather affect us?’. This is a chance for children to draw upon anything they already know and perhaps predict what this could mean.
Activate the lesson by giving each table/small group a piece of A3 paper split into 4 sections. Give the children a variety of pictures that have different items of clothing on. Ask them to sort them into which season they think is most appropriate. 
(Potential – if appropriate) Several clothing items can be discussed and what they are used for. Use hoops to sort the clothing items into which we would wear when it is warm and which we would wear when it is cold. Some may overlap. Discuss and ask, “why would we not wear a coat at a warm beach?” “Why do we not wear flipflops in the snow?”
Discuss that the weather in the UK is not consistent, so some of these items may overlap. For example, linking to substantive knowledge, it can be windy and rainy in all seasons in the UK. 
Move on to designing outfits for each season/drawing items in a suitcase for each season. Explain what activity that person might do during that season, in those clothes. 


	Independent practice

	What would you wear in each season?

Design an outfit for each season/draw a suitcase with the appropriate clothes in.
Link each appropriate outfit with an activity that could be carried out in that season.

	Whiteboard task. 3,2,1, show me.
Say an item of clothing, children to write on whiteboards what season it would be most appropriate to wear it in. (flipflops – summer) (hat and gloves – winter)
