	Sticky Knowledge:
OS maps use symbols to identify locations. The key can be used to read them.
Children will locate the UK on a world map before looking at a map of the UK to identify different regions. 
They will use Ordnance Survey maps to identify how the UK is split into a grid, identifying different towns and counties within each square. 
They will use the eight compass points to navigate around a map and use a map of their local area to explore features.
Recap knowledge from KS1- countries in the UK and capital cities. 
Provide children with an OS map of a rural and urban locations in the North West. 
Give the children time to discuss in partners what they can see. 
 What do the symbols mean? Can they make a key?
Look at the characteristics of a village, town and city. What amenities would you find in each area?

Children will identify a variety of human and physical features.
They will consider the difference between rural and urban areas and identify whether they live in a rural or urban area. 
They will explore their local area and identify areas that are residential, commercial, agricultural or industrial, as well as human and physical features.
