	Introduce topic, concepts, vocabulary etc.
What is trade? Why do countries trade with each other?

Use Kagan structures such as Timed Pair Share to aid discussion.
Watch video: https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/topics/zx72pv4/articles/zk4rmfr
	Introduce topic and recap learning from last week.
Introduce Liverpool on map using Google Earth. Explain Liverpool’s role as a port.
Look at Liverpool and its position as a port- why was it such a successful port?

	Introduce the terms trade and globalization. Rewatch https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/topics/zx72pv4/articles/zk4rmfr to begin a discussion about non-physical resources we might trade. Why?

Introduce the Silk Road.

	Work through Power point – vocab check and sorting activity to be completed verbally in partners.
Watch the BBC Bitesize video and read the information below.

	Work through PowerPoint reviewing vocabulary and introducing Fairtrade.


	Using the atlas, take turns to identify and label the top 10 trade countries on your world map.
Turn taking: partner A finds the country on the map in the atlas, partner B finds that country on the blank map and writes it on. Swap roles after each country.
	Pupils use ipads in pairs to make notes as to why Liverpool is a successful port. Model this through mind mapping.
Prompt pupils throughout learning – what is around Liverpool both on land and sea which helps to build trade links? What does M62 mean?

Use the map to create a list of imports to the UK. What are the main imports? Why do you think this is?

	After class debate, ask the question again. Has anyone changed their mind? Allow pupils to swap sides if they wish.

	Share and celebrate posters. What is the positive impact of fair trade?
