Queen Elizabeth II was the previous monarch. She was the longest reigning monarch in British History. 

King Charles’ family tree: He has 2 children, 5 grandchildren. 

Life was different for our parents and grandparents. Transport, pastimes and technology have changed over time.

past - anything that happened in time gone by 
present – happening at this time
chronology – the order of events in time

Concept misconceptions:
Chronology Timescales – history extends beyond children’s lifetime. Events happened before I was born and before my parents were born. 
Legacy – children may struggle to understand that past events have shaped the world today

	The children in EYFS have:
Talked about the past and present events in their own lives and in the lives of family members. 
They know that other children don’t always enjoy the same things, and are sensitive to this. 
They know about the similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families, communities and traditions.

	How have I changed since I was a baby? 

How has the world around me changed?

Who is in my family tree?

How is my family tree different to other people?

What are the similarities and differences between life for me, my parents and grandparents? I.e. travel, pastimes and technology?

	In Year 1: 
Toys through time – children will learn about changes to toys through time. They will build on their knowledge of chronology, looking at timelines over a longer period. Children will talk about legacy – e.g. impact of lego over time (Ole Kirk Christiansen). What were toys like for past generations. 

Holidays from the past – chronology knowledge built upon. Pastimes of prior generations. What were holidays like for my parents and grandparents (past generations). 

In Year 2:
School in the past – What school like for parents, grandparents and further back to Victorian times. They will learn about Queen Victoria and how she fits into the family tree of King Charles

Ask a grandparent or great grandparent to talk to children about how their life has changed over time. Place some key events on a timeline.
Explore the ways in which life has changed over the time of our parents, grandparents and great-grandparents.
Place chronologically on a timeline. 
Extension activity: talk to your own parents and grandparents and ask them about how life has changed.

Get the children to think of simple historical questions to ask prior to the visit.

	Recap on vocabulary - yesterday, today and tomorrow
Recap on vocabulary – past, present and future.
Get children to talk about an event that happened in the past – e.g. name one special event that happened in the past in your life

	Aims

	I can order significant events from my life on a timeline

	Vocabulary and Knowledge

	Sticky knowledge: Chronological order means the order of time in which things happened. 
Vocabulary: Chronology. Significant. Past. Present. 


	Focus

	Begin by talking about timescale of our lives. Explain that this is known as chronological order. 
What year were we born? 
How old are we?
Show children a simple scaled timeline of 5 years. Explain that this is a timeline of our lives in chronological order.
Place an arrow at the end to explain that our timeline has not ended and will continue to grow.
Introduce the terms past, present and future. 
Explain to children how a timeline works (left to right and in scale). 
We can place significant events on timeline in chronological order. 
What will be at the start of our timeline (birth/when I was born)?

Teacher to introduce term significant events. 

Share with children some significant milestones from your life. Why are they significant? Focus on the fact that they will be remembered in years to come. (Don’t model your own timeline – just focus on what is a significant event and why). 

Ask children to generate ideas about their own significant events. (E.g. birth, started nursery/ school, learnt to ride a bike, birth of a sibling, went on family holiday , lost first tooth etc.)

Encourage them to think about where they will fit on the timeline. 
Model placing some events on the timeline by drawing pictures or writing.
Model placing key events/changes in their own lives in chronological order.
Where will they be best placed on the timeline?
What order?
What could we do if 2 or more events happened at the same time? (model placing them underneath each other). 

	Practise

	Give children a blank scaled timeline that will be stuck into books (landscape in books for more space).

Children can draw or write significant events from their life and place on the timeline. 
Scaffold: place example pictures/words on the board - birth, started school, learnt to walk, had our 3rd birthday, first sleepover, learnt to ride a bike, birth of a sibling, went on family holiday , lost first tooth etc

Support for lower attainers: provide printed pictures for ordering
Higher attainers: challenge to add some multiple events. Can they talk through their timeline to a partner and explain why each event is significant.
