	The Victorian era was named after Queen Victoria, who was the reigning monarch at the time. 

Toys were mainly made from wood, paper and metal during the Victorian era.

Rich Victorian children played with toys such as clockwork trains, rocking horses, tea sets and dolls.

Poorer children played with homemade toys such as peg dolls, wooden boats and rags stuffed with sawdust to make balls or toy animals.

Modern toys are mainly made of plastic because it is safer and easier to make things with.

Old toys were usually mechanical or moved by hand.

Modern toys often need batteries.

Modern toys are often made by a machine. 

In 1902 the Sheriff company started making teddy bears. 
Ole Kirk Christiansen – called his toys company ‘Lego’ in 1939.

Ruth Handler invented the Barbie Doll in 1959.

Timeline in steps of 10 years. 

Legacy – People in my family topic
In this topic: Materials advanced and improved over time. Toys from the past have stayed but become more advanced (e.g. lego, dolls).

Aristocracy and Nobility – New concept
In this topic: Rich and poor – differences between their toys. 

Change and Continuity – People in my family topic
In this topic – materials have changed.
Continuity – the toy has remained but has advanced over time.

	Misconceptions
	

	Children may think:
The technology we have today was always available.

Children in the past were unhappy with the toys they had because they are not as advanced as our toys.

All toys were cheap/inexpensive because they are not very good compared to today’s toys.

Concept misconceptions:

Legacy – children may struggle to understand that old toys have influenced what we have today.

Chronology – children may struggle to grasp the concept of time as they are going beyond memory of grandparents. 

Aristocracy and nobility – children may struggle to relate to the difference between rich and poor in Victorian times compared with today.

	Talk about the past and present events in their own lives and in the lives of family members. They know that other children don’t always enjoy the same things, and are sensitive to this. They know about the similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families, communities and traditions.

People in my family:
Chronological order means the order of time in which things happened.

Our current monarch is King Charles III. 

Queen Elizabeth II was the previous monarch. She was the longest reigning monarch in British History. 

Life was different for our parents and grandparents. Transport, pastimes and technology have changed over time.

Titanic – children will look further at social classes.

Travel and Explorations – changes over time and legacy of inventions. Comparisons between past and present.

Sticky knowledge: Toys were mainly made from wood, paper and metal in the past (Victorian times and before that)
To compare toys from different eras.
Vocabulary: artefact; manufacture – define and describe in relation to this topic.
What do we mean by toys? How do we think that they might have changed over time? Why have they changed?
Children will focus on chronology from Victorian era to today. Children will look at the developments of toys over time and place these on a scaled timeline.
Children will look at the similarities and differences between toys in the past and toys today.

Sticky knowledge

Talk about respect in respect in relation to the objects in our lives that we want to keep special. What do museums do to show respect to toys of the past?

Sticky knowledge:
Rich Victorian children played with toys such as clockwork trains, rocking horses, tea sets and dolls.
Poorer children played with homemade toys such as peg dolls, wooden boats and rags stuffed with sawdust to make balls or toy animals.
Put on a timeline the Victorian era. Talk about it being in the past, before their mums, dads grandparents etc were born. The Queen was Queen Victoria.
Show some pictures of life in Victorian times and start to introduce what toys looked like then.

	BIG Question: Assessment Opportunity and enhancements, link to values and pupil premium barriers
	How have toys changed over time?
Children will look at key designers in the 19th century and the significance of the toys they invented.
Children will create a timeline for the toys discussed. Children will be able to discuss the changes.
Low expectations: How do we get toys and things that are desirable in our lives now. In the past things were made and found, now they can be bought from shops and online. What do adults need to do to provide essential and desirable items for children of today?
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
