Ask relevant questions  about the different sources studied. Are they reliable? How do you know?
Talk about why sources/recounts about the same incident might be different or have differing view from different people.
Link – resilience/kindness – discuss the resilience and bravery of the musicians from Liverpool who continued to play as the ship was sinking to try and keep people calm. Integrity – making a decision to sail whilst knowing their were not enough lifeboats on board.
