	Bronze Age Britain: Approx. 3000BC – 800BC

Bronze was used as a new metal to make tools and weapons

Farming advanced with bronze tools to plough fields and weapons improved.

The Iron age of the British Isles covers the period from 800BC to the Roman invasion in 43AD

Iron tools made important tasks like farming easier.

During the Iron-age, daily life was based around farming

Celtic tribes fought for control, resources and territory.

Druids were religious leaders of the Celtic religion.

Ceremonies were an important part of the Celtic religion. 

The Druids were the legal authority throughout communities throughout Bronze/Iron Age Britain.

Celts used hillforts for protection.

	Children may struggle to understand the timescales.

	In Year 3 children will have learned about Stone Age Britain and developed their understanding of chronology.

Children will have learnt about the concepts of chronology and legacy in KS1 to enable them to further develop these concepts.

Children will know about chronology and timescales from Victorian history to today. This will help them to understand the vast scale of Bronze/Iron age history when looking at a scaled timeline.

Stone age Britain: The Stone Age is divided into three main periods: Paleolithic; Mesolithic; Neolithic.

During this time period, humans made tools and weapons from stone in order to hunt. 
During the palaeolithic period, people lived in caves. 

During the Mesolithic, people began to use animal skins, thatch or turf to create homes.

, humans began the process of farming.

	How can we find out about the impact of technology in the Bronze Age?

Why do you think metal tools would have been more effective than stone tools?

What do everyday objects reveal about life in the Iron Age?

Why would people invade other tribes?

How did religion impact on everyday life?

How did Celtic religion compare to modern day religion?
	Children will learn about Ancient Egypt in their next topic and will draw comparisons between Bronze age and iron age history and Ancient Egypt during the same time period. 

In Upper Key Stage 2, children will make connections between the learning in this unit, the iron age, and the Roman invasion. 
This will help them to build a chronological narrative of British history.
