	Egypt is in Africa.

The River Nile is the longest river in Africa and used for trade.

The ancient Egyptians based their farming around the annual flooding of the River Nile.

They invented a solar calendar (a calendar based on the sun) and 

They had three seasons based on agriculture.

Howard Carter was a British archaeologist who discovered the tomb of pharaoh of Tutankhamun in 1922. 

Scribes were ranked in the middle of the order of social groups in Egypt – the pharaoh was at the very top of this list, and slaves were at the very bottom.

Some pharaohs built their tombs in the shape of giant pyramids including the Pyramids of Giza

Ancient Egyptians created a writing system called hieroglyphs.

The ancient Egyptians preserved the bodies of important people through mummification. 

Ancient Egyptians believed in many Gods.

	Changes in Britain – Victorian Britain Y2 - Queen Victoria was the first monarch to live at Buckingham Palace.
Travel and Exploration Y2 – 
Christopher Columbus was born in 1451 in Italy.

In 1932, Amelia Earhart became the first female pilot to fly solo across the Atlantic Ocean.

Google Earth. Begin by setting the world spinning (for full screen – click ‘view’ and then ‘full screen’). Ask a child to stop the spin by tapping the IWB when they think they can see Egypt. Zoom in so that Egypt fills the screen,

What can they tell about the country from the satellite photography?

Pick out things like desert, the Nile and its delta, the sea.

Assess prior knowledge – do the children already know anything about the river Nile?
