During The Neolithic period, humans began the process of farming.

Skara Brae was a stone built neolithic settlement in Orkney which was discovered in 1850.

	In Year 3 Children will:
Continue to build on their knowledge from this unit by studying historical periods such as the Bronze Age and the Iron Age. 

Children will look at an overview of the 1st civilisations and a depth study of Ancient Egypt, comparing across similar time scales. Children will also build on their knowledge of settlements and how they advanced dramatically when the Romans came and how they declined during the Anglo-Saxon era.

In KS2 children will look at the Roman invasion of Britain and how this is the next era of British history.

In UKS2, children will study the Mayan civilisation and Ancient Greece and any similarity and difference between this and Ancient British history.
