	1190 - Liverpool was known as ‘Lieurpul’

1207 – Liverpool founded by King John

1715 – Liverpool's first official dock built 

The ports were used to import goods such as cotton, sugar, tea, cocoa from other parts of the world. 

The city of Liverpool became very wealthy from the trade the ports provided.

The Albert Dock is named after Prince Albert. He opened the dock in 1846 

Between 1700 and 1807, ships from Liverpool carried about 1.5 million Africans across the Atlantic.

By 1792 Liverpool was firmly established as the leading slave port.

 Some people such as William Roscoe campaigned for the abolition of slavery. 

Some people opposed the abolition of slavery such as James Penny.

In May 1941, the Liverpool Blitz took place due to the significance of the docks.

James Penny – A slave trader who opposed the abolition of the slave trade.

Children will learn about the slave trade and the impact this had on people across the world.

Define: slave; what does abolition mean and why relevant in this lesson?

What are human rights and how do they relate to the slave trade?

Focus on significant people, including William Roscoe and James Penny. Children to learn about what life would have been like for slaves.

Task: you are an African slave living in Liverpool. Write a diary entry following a hard day on a ship.

Children will learn about the impact of the Blitz on Liverpool as a city. 

Study a range of sources to find out what it was like in the city during the Blitz. 

Children analyse sources and explain what they can learn about life during the Blitz from the source. 









	
Children will learn about culture in Liverpool and how this has developed and changed over time. 

Focus on famous Liverpool buildings and famous people (including the Beatles) and their importance to the city.

Children will learn about Liverpool becoming Capital of Culture during 2008. 

Task: Write an application for Liverpool to become capital of culture, explaining about the buildings, people and cultures of Liverpool. 






	BIG Question: Assessment Opportunity and enhancements, link to values and pupil premium barriers
	How has Liverpool changed over time?
Try to find a first-hand source for the war years or later – growing up in Liverpool. Visit Liverpool museum or some of the famous landmarks studied.
Discuss our school value ‘integrity’ in relation to the slave trade. What would we say about William Roscoe in this context?
Confidence: in relation to learning about human rights. How do we acknowledge our own and defend the rights of others? (link integrity)
Confidence: in relation to campaigners. William Roscoe campaigned to abolish the slave trade. What skills did he need and possess to influence others? Who are influential people that you see in your own life? What qualities do they have? In the media?
