	The Romans are the people who originated from the city of Rome in modern day Italy.

In 55 B.C. Julius Caesar invaded Britain with two Roman legions. The Romans fought several battles against different Celtic tribes before returning to Gaul (France).

In 54 B.C. Julius Caesar returned to Britain with a much larger army. He crossed the English Channel with five Roman legions.

In 43 AD Emperor Claudius launched a third and final invasion of Britain.

The Romans had various reasons for wanting to invade Britain including acquisition of cattle, gold, tin and iron.

By the year 47 AD, just four years after the Romans arrived, they had conquered most of the south and east of Britain.

Boudicca was the queen of the Iceni people of eastern England. 

Boudicca led a major uprising against the Romans.

The Romans built walled cities, paved streets, architecture, aqueducts, amphitheatres, theatres and school.
They have influenced our cities, our politics, our culture and our art.

The ‘chester’ part of many British towns mean that they have a Roman origin, such as Chichester, Manchester, Leicester, Colchester, Doncaster.

400 AD marked the end of Roman rule in Britain.

Children will learn about chronology of the Roman occupation of Britain. 

Legacy –Stone age, Bronze and Iron Age Britain, Ancient Egypt and the history of Liverpool.
In this topic – the children will learn about the legacy of the Romans in Britain – roads, amphitheatres, town names, architecture etc.

	Children have learnt about the chronology of British history throughout their time at school.


Children have learnt about Bronze Age to Iron Age Britain and the narrative of British history up to this point. 

Year 3 Bronze Age to Iron Age Britain:

The Iron age of the British Isles covers the period from 800BC to the Roman invasion in 43AD

Celtic tribes fought for control, resources and territory.

Druids were religious leaders of the Celtic religion.

Year 3 Ancient Egypt:
Scribes were ranked in the middle of the order of social groups in Egypt – the pharaoh was at the very top of this list, and slaves were at the very bottom.


Some pharaohs built their tombs in the shape of giant pyramids including the Pyramids of Giza 

Year 4 History of Liverpool:

In May 1941, the Liverpool Blitz took place due to the significance of the docks.

	In Year  5 :

Anglo-Saxon Britain – children will build on knowledge of the end of the Roman era and the arrival of Angles, Saxons and Jutes. They will learn about the difference in towns, cities and settlements and the decline in civilisation. 

Vikings – children will build on their understanding of the narrative of British history and the invasion of the Vikings. 

In Year 6:

WW2 – Knowledge about the concept of conquest and invasion and empire. 

Mayan Civilisation – The invasion of the Spanish conquistadors. 

Ancient Greece – children will learn about the advances in society and democracy. They will compare this time period with Roman history.

	Sticky Knowledge: Boudicca led a major uprising against occupying Roman forces. Boudicca was eventually defeated by a Roman army led by Paulinus.
Key Vocab: tribe, rebellion, uprising


Tell the narrative of who the Iceni were. Read the descriptions of Boudicca by Cassio Dio and Tacitus. Consider how reliable this may be. (See Historical Association Roman History unit)

Task: Assess 6 different images of Boudicca for accuracy. Children produce own image of Boudicca.

Key vocab: architecture

Key vocab: architecture, democracy

2. Did it have a lasting impact?
3. Is it still remembered today?
