	WW1 Lasted from 1914 – 1918. 
World War II began when German troops invaded Poland in 1939 and ended in 1945.

The main Axis countries were Germany, Italy and Japan. 

The main Allied countries were Great Britain, the United States, France and the Soviet Union. 

Prime Ministers during World War II were Neville Chamberlain until 1940, then Winston Churchill. 

The worst bombing during the Liverpool Blitz took place in May 1941.  

Evacuation – many children living in large towns or cities were temporarily moved to live in the countryside. 

Rationing was used during the war as food supplies were very low.  

Men were called to the front line while the role of women changed also, including working in munitions factories, as air raid wardens and in the Land Army.
  
World War II ended in Europe on 8 May 1945 – this is known as VE Day.

Chronology –Stone age, Bronze and Iron Age Britain, Ancient Egypt, Local History, Roman Britain, Vikings
In this topic:
Children will build a timeline from WW1 to the end of WW2, including treaty of Versailles and the Great Depression. Children will look at a timeline of events from 1939-45

Legacy –Stone age, Bronze and Iron Age Britain, Ancient Egypt and the history of Liverpool, Roman history, Vikings
In this topic – Legacy of the war today- impact on families across the world. Significant battles that changed the direction of World history. 

Conquest and invasion – Anglo-Saxons, Benin, History of Liverpool, Local area history, Romans, Vikings
In this topic – Invasion of Poland and other European countries. Expansion of Empire.

Trade – Ancient Egypt, History of Liverpool and the Slave Trade, Benin, Vikings, Travel and Exploration
In this topic – Why the docks were targeted by German planes. Rationing – due to lack of imports. Land Army – lack of trade had to be addressed.

Justice, Law and Democracy – Vikings, Anglo-Saxons, Romans, History of Liverpool, The Titanic
In this topic – the law that all men of a certain age had to sign up. Importance of fighting for democracy. Winston Churchill brought back as Prime Minister.

	resistance - the act of standing up against someone or an idea

	Children have learnt about the history of Liverpool and the importance of the docks. Children have learned about the blitz in the history of Liverpool topic, focussing on why the docks were so important and why they were targeted. 

Children in KS1 learnt about family history and family trees.

Liverpool history:
1715 – Liverpool's first official dock built  

The ports were used to import goods such as cotton, sugar, tea, cocoa from other parts of the world.  

The city of Liverpool became very wealthy from the trade the ports provided. 

In May 1941, the Liverpool Blitz took place due to the significance of the docks. 

Anglo-Saxons:
Anglo-Saxon Kings made decisions alongside the Witan. 

Romans:
In 55 B.C. Julius Caesar invaded Britain with two Roman legions. The Romans fought several battles against different Celtic tribes before returning to Gaul (France). 


In 54 B.C. Julius Caesar returned to Britain with a much larger army. He crossed the English Channel with five Roman legions. 

In 43 AD Emperor Claudius launched a third and final invasion of Britain. 

Changing Britain: 
A family tree shows how your family has changed over generations.   

Our current monarch is King Charles III.  

Queen Elizabeth II was the previous monarch. She was the longest reigning monarch in British History.
