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Classroom Environment checklist
· Purposeful learning space – no over stimulation that encourages disruption 
· Calm and organised
· Clean and tidy at all times 
· All extra resources are stored away – no resources on top of units, cupboards
· No clutter on the tops of units 
· All equipment labelled using the school template 
· Only equipment necessary for that lesson should be out 
· Resources ready for the lesson – books out on tables before the lesson starts 
· Tables free of unnecessary equipment – pencil pot only 
· Pencil pot to only have the necessary equipment – 4 sharp pencils, 4 purple pens, 4 handwriting pens, 4 rulers (no rubbers – teach children how to cross out appropriately 
· Walls not to be covered, only add an item to a board – all walls to be free 
· Throw away, don’t hoard!  
· Store securely belongings 
· Store/ lock away GDPR items – data protection 
Consistent Areas 
· Reading area to show a love of reading, dictionaries, book banded books
· Maths area with clearly labelled concrete resources 
· Curriculum area – map of the world, time line in history, curriculum work 
Classroom Displays 
· All boards to be backed with cream hessian and a black border – small black lettering
· Literacy working wall
· Maths working wall
· Curriculum board – map, timeline, other curriculum work
