	Forest School
At Bridgewater Park, we pride ourselves on offering our pupils the opportunity to take part in forest school activities. Forest school has many benefits for children and young people, all of which is backed up by research. Forest school allows pupils to experience outdoor learning and, over time, leads to an increase in their own self-belief, confidence, learning capacity, enthusiasm, communication and problem-solving skills and emotional wellbeing. 

Forest school is a child-centred learning process that offers pupils the opportunity for holistic growth. The process helps and facilitates more than knowledge-gathering, it helps learners develop socially, emotionally, spiritually, physically and intellectually. It creates a safe, non-judgemental, nurturing environment for learners to try stuff out and take risks. Forest School inspires a deep and meaningful connection to the world and an understanding of how a learner fits within it. Our approach to risk means that learners constantly expand on their abilities by solving real-world issues, building self-belief and resilience. We believe that risk is more than just the potential for physical harm, but a more holistic thing; there are risks in everything we do, and we grow by overcoming them. Forest School, therefore, helps participants to become healthy, resilient, creative and independent learners.

Promoting British Values at Bridgewater Park
The Department for Education has recently reinforced the need “to create and enforce a clear and rigorous expectation on all schools to promote the fundamental British values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty, and mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs.”
The Government set out its definition of British values in the 2011 Prevent Strategy, and these values were reiterated in 2014. At Bridgewater Park, British values are taught discretely through half-termly ‘British Values afternoons’ across all classes, as well as through our carefully sequences curriculum, core school values and way of school life. British Values are reinforced regularly in the following ways:
Democracy
At the beginning of each year children affirm the school’s expectations, core values of kindness, integrity and tenacity and the rights and responsibilities associated with these. Every child and staff member takes responsibility for instilling these values into our school community. Democracy is taught during assemblies and class-based PSHE sessions, and through the autumn-term voting and election of the Young Leader roles. Children regularly get opportunities to express their views in school through Pupil Voice interviews and questionnaires. 
The rule of Law
The importance of laws, whether they are those that govern the class, the school or the country, is consistently reinforced at Bridgewater Park.
Pupils are taught from an early age the rules of the school through our Classroom and Playground rules and our three school values; kindness, integrity and tenacity. Pupils are taught the value and reasons behind rules and laws, that they govern and protect us, the responsibilities that this involves, and the consequences when laws are broken. Through our whole school approach, we enable children to develop the language and strategies to solve conflict and to right wrongs. 
Individual Liberty
At Bridgewater Park, pupils are actively encouraged to make choices, knowing that they are in a safe and supportive environment. As a school, we educate and provide boundaries for our young pupils to make informed choices, through a safe environment and an empowering education. Pupils are encouraged to know, understand, and exercise their rights and personal freedoms. They are advised how to exercise these safely, for example through our e-Safety and PSHE lessons.
From the very start of their school life children are encouraged to challenge themselves by giving them ownership of their own learning. Children have next steps shared with them, whether verbally or with feedback in books, so they are clear on how they can progress. Children are excited to respond and to forward their own learning and to achieve their goals.
Mutual Respect
Respect and independence are key values that permeate all aspects of school life at Bridgewater Park. They are fundamental to the way we support and care for each other, for the community and for the environment.
At Bridgewater Park, we value the close, positive relationships between all adults and children, and see this as being key to enabling all children to access their learning, in a welcoming and safe environment. Assemblies regularly cover the theme of ‘respect’, and pupils have been part of discussions related to what this means and how we show it. Children learn that their behaviours have an effect on their own rights and those of others. All members of the school community treat each other with respect.
Tolerance of those of different faiths and beliefs
This is achieved through enhancing pupils’ understanding of their place in a culturally diverse society and by educating them and giving them opportunities to experience different faiths and beliefs, be they similar or different to their own.

In September, we have our Young Leader roles launch assembly. This is where the roles and responsibilities are explained to the pupils and they can then decide the role they would like to put themselves forward for.
