	NURSERY:  3-4 development matters

· Enjoy listening to longer stories and can remember much of what happens.
· Pay attention to more than one thing at a time, which can be difficult. 
· Use a wider range of vocabulary.
· Understand a question or instruction that has two parts, such as: “Get your coat and wait at the door”.
· Understand ‘why’ questions, like: “Why do you think the gingerbread man ran away?”
· Sing a large repertoire of songs.
· Know many rhymes, be able to talk about familiar books, and be able to tell a long story.
· Develop their communication but may continue to have problems with irregular tenses and plurals, such as ‘runned’ for ‘ran’, ‘swimmed’ for ‘swam’.
· Develop their pronunciation but may have problems saying some sounds: r, j, th, ch, and sh.
· Use longer sentences of four to six words.
· Be able to express a point of view and to debate when they disagree with an adult or a friend, using words as well as actions.
· Start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many turns.
· Use talk to organise themselves and their play: “Let’s go on a bus... you sit there... I’ll be the driver.”

· Understand how to listen carefully and why listening is important.
· Learn new vocabulary.
· Use new vocabulary throughout the day. 
· Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them. 
· Articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences.
· Connect one idea or action to another using a range of connectives.
· Describe events in some detail.
· Use talk to help work out problems and organise thinking and activities, and to explain how things work and why they might happen. 
· Develop social phrases.
· Engage in story times. 
· Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding. 
· Retell the story, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text, some as exact repetition and some in their own words.
· Use new vocabulary in different contexts.
· Listen carefully to rhymes and songs paying attention to how they sound. 
· Learn rhymes, poems, and songs. 
· Engage in non-fiction books. 
· Listen to and talk about selected non-fiction to develop deep familiarity, new knowledge, and vocabulary

	NURSERY:  3-4 development matters

· Continue to develop their movement, balancing, riding and ball skills.
· Go up steps and stairs, or climb up apparatus, using alternate feet.
· Skip, hop, stand on one leg, and hold a pose for a game like musical statues.
· Use large-muscle movements to wave flags and streamers, paint and make marks.
· Start taking part in some group activities which they make up for themselves, or in teams.
· Increasingly be able to use and remember sequences and patterns of movements which are related to music and rhythm.
· Match their developing physical skills to tasks and activities in the setting. For example, they decide whether to crawl, walk or run across a plank, depending on its length and width.
· Choose the right resources to carry out their own plan. For example, choosing a spade to enlarge a small hole they dug with a trowel.
· Collaborate with others to manage large items, such as moving a long plank safely, carrying large hollow blocks.
· Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors.
· Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.
· Show a preference for a dominant hand.
· Be increasingly independent as they get dressed and undressed, for example, putting coats on and doing up zips.

· Revise and refine the fundamental movement skills they have already acquired: rolling, crawling, walking, jumping, running, hopping, skipping, climbing.
· Progress towards a more fluent style of moving, with developing control and grace.

	NURSERY:  3-4 development matters

· Develop fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising’).
· Recite numbers past 5.
· Say one number for each item in order: 1,2,3,4,5.
· Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total. 
· Show ‘finger numbers’ up to 5.
· Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5.
· Experiment with their own symbols and marks as well as numerals.
· Solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5.
· Compare quantities using language: ‘more than’, ‘fewer than’.
· Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes. 
· Understand position through words alone! 
· Describe a familiar route.
· Discuss routes and locations, using words like ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’.
· Make comparisons between objects relating to size, length, weight, and capacity.
· Combine shapes to make new ones – an arch, a bigger triangle, etc.
· Talk about and identify the patterns around them.
· Extend and create ABAB patterns. 
· Notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern.
· Begin to describe a sequence of events, real or fictional, using words such as ‘first’, ‘then...’
