· Enjoy listening to longer stories and can remember much of what happens.
· Pay attention to more than one thing at a time, which can be difficult.

· Start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many turns.
· Use talk to organise themselves and their play: “Let’s go on a bus... you sit there... I’ll be the driver.”
